SEBOKENG WASTE WATER TREATMENT WORKS
The Emfuleni Local Municipality has budgeted R1-billion for the Sebokeng Waste Water Treatment Works. There has been a significant progress on the project. A tender has been advertised and closed on 16 May 2012. We hope that the project will benefit local contractors and uplift local economy. To ensure this, we have made a special request for local CIDB contractors from grade 2PE up to 6PE in Civil, Electrical and Mechanical to register into the Regional Sewer scheme data base in order to participate in the 30% local empowerment of the scheme.

This means that whichever company that will be appointed, will have to ensure that 30% of the R1-billion rand goes to local contractors in a form of sub-contracts. This in turn will create a number of jobs for local community members. 

The Scheme will also ensure that the Municipality improves on the compliance of the final effluent discharged into the Rietspruit stream which leads all the way to the Vaal River. The project will also allow housing development to take place as the system will be in place. It eliminated VIP toilets as proper housing facilities will be created.

At large, the project will benefit the Emfuleni local Municipality, City of Johannesburg and the Midvaal Local Municipality that drain directly into the Sebokeng Waste Water Treatment Works.
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
